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Young drivers in the ‘spotlight’ during RCMP blitz

Sundre RCMP has announced
that it will be paying special
attention to young drivers during
May, all part of a provincewide
effort to reduce injuries and
fatalities involving young driv-
ers.

“Young drivers and passengers,
age 16 to 19, are disproportion-
ately involved in motor vehicle
collision involving fatalities, seri-
ous injuries, and property dam-

age,” said Sundre RCMP Sqgt.

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According to the RCMP’s Road
Safety Vision 2010 awareness ini-
tiative, young drivers make up
approximately five per cent of
the licensed driver/rider popula-
tion, but account for 10 per cent
of drivers who are killed and
approximately 13 per cent of
those who are seriously injured.

“The RCMP is putting the spot-
light on young drivers during the
month of May to save lives and
reduce injuries on our roadways,
and in support of the Alberta
Traffic Safety Plan,” he said.

“Educating young drivers and
the public with safe driving prac-
tices is a priority.”

Meanwhile, Sundre RCMP are
asking for public tips after a
truck was stolen last week.
